avid A. Bader, an assistant pro-
fessor of electrical and computer
engineering at the University of
New Mexico, has been awarded
the National Science Foundation’s Faculty
Early Career Development (CAREER) -
Award.

Bader’s research plan will investigate
new algorithms to support irregular
computations, mostly tree- and graph-
based, along with new insights on how to
leverage the theoretical research in PRAM
algorithms.
